Costs
1. $290.00 registration fee will cover the cost of music, leadership workshop, special clinics, certificate, WIBC pin, a digital down-
load of your Honor Band performance as well as admission to all convention concerts.

Dress g (Bring a folding music stand!!)
1. We would like to have students wear the outfits normally worn for school concerts for the concerts on Monday. (Jeans, tennis
shoes, casuals, etc. are not to be part of concert wear.)

If you plan to stay in the hotel, you must make room arrangements through WIBC (unless staying in a room with parents). You will
need to make a payment to cover room costs of $160.00 per band member for 3-nights for the hotel (four students per room).
